Main Information:                    

• Signing on for both days will take place at the rear of the Chequers Bar & Restaurant. PLEASE NOTE 

the earlier start times on the race days: 

o Thursday 3rd April and Friday 4th April – from 07:15 for a 09:00 start 

o Saturday 5th April – from 07:00 for a 08:30 start 

• Thursday 3rd you will receive breakfast and a cooked evening meal in the circuit restaurant, and 
payment of £20  … there will be an hour for lunch on the Thursday, so please remember to bring some 
food with you 

• Friday 4th and Saturday 5th you will receive breakfast in the circuit restaurant, a packed lunch and a 
payment of £10 for each day 

• PLEASE NOTE there will be the usual Club BBQ on Friday night, in the Marshals campsite … all are 

welcome … just bring your own drink        

• IO BRIEFING: Briefing for all IOs at 08:15 on THURSDAY morning, where we sign-on. PLEASE NOTE 

that I will advise if we need to hold an IO briefing on the Friday… as it’s an earlier start we will try to 

avoid this if possible 

Circuit Entrance/Exit:

The generator will be located 

nearest the main entrance and WC (as marked on the map). This will provide limited power for the odd 

brew in the morning and evening.
